The ladder from Heaven  
 

He had a dream in which he saw a stairway resting on the earth, with its top 

reaching to heaven, and the angels of God were ascending and descending on it.  

Genesis 28:12 
      

So many religions look for an encounter with God by elevating oneself out of 

the physical world and entering the spiritual realm where he resides. It’s all 

about engaging in a spiritual activity that is a portal to the next dimension or 

learning some secret mystical information that allows the soul to advance, so they 

say. Jacob’s dream of a ladder resting on earth and the incarnation of Jesus show us the truth of God’s action; 

he comes to us. 

 

The imagery of a gateway to heaven is powerful and has always been used by God’s people. Mt Sinai was a place 

to encounter God, so was the tabernacle and later the temple. While God is present everywhere, he commits 

to be in a certain place for worship and blessing. Jesus’ own words give us the promise that where two or more 
are gathered in his name, he is also present. Our Lord ushers in a new way to commune with God; through the 

Holy name of Jesus.  

 

Jesus did not ask us to remove ourselves from creation to meet him. Rather, he became part of creation so that 

we would never be alone. We do not have to search for a special place, time or ritual to be close to God. All 

we need to do is gather in Jesus’ name and we instantly have access to heaven; our own heavenly ladder!
