When Jesus landed and saw a large crowd, he had compassion on them and healed 

their sick. As evening approached, the disciples came to him and said, “This is a 

remote place, and it’s already getting late. Send the crowds away, so they can go to 

the villages and buy themselves some food.” Jesus replied, “They do not need to go 

away. You give them something to eat.”      Matt 14:14-16 
 

We know this account of Jesus’ feeding of the 5,000 so well that we 

sometimes miss how it shows us the character of God. Jesus is dealing with his 

own grief after losing his beloved cousin John the Baptist in gruesome 

circumstances. It is natural for him to want some alone time to connect with the 

Father and be ministered to. But when Jesus sees the crowd and how they hunger for his word, he has 

compassion on them and puts his own needs to one side and feeds the people both physically and spiritually. 

 

When we understand that our God is never too busy or too distant to care for us, we approach life differently. 
No matter what we are going through, God notices and he wants to be involved in the healing and restoration. 

Just as Jesus had compassion on the crowd who pursued him, he is moved by our situations and makes sure that 

we have what we need. We can always be assured of God’s provision. What’s more, we can be confident that 

he will provide everything that we need because he knows us even better than we know ourselves.
