All at once an angel touched him and said, “Get up and eat.” 6 He looked around, and there 

by his head was some bread baked over hot coals, and a jar of water. He ate and drank and 

then lay down again.        1 Kings 19:5-6 
 

There are times in life when we feel we have nothing left to give. We are completely 

exhausted and it seems that events have worn us down to the point that we are likely 

to give up. Elijah was in just such a situation after he battled with the prophets of Baal 

and now the Queen was out to destroy him. He was on the run and without a support network. God then 

intervened. He provided nourishment for Elijah and a sign that he could always depend on God. 

 

Elijah is not all that different to us. While we would not be hounded by a queen who wants our head, there are 

many situations in our lives that relentlessly pursue us and wear us down. 

Ongoing relationships issues, chronic health problems and the continuing 
uncertainty over COVID can affect our wellbeing. We can feel like it is just 

too hard sometimes. Into that situation God brings his nourishment. He feeds 

us with his word, his promise and his presence. God just turns up like the 

food he provided for Elijah.

Handing back land to families:  
Hermannsburg land titles 1972–1982.  

 
Pastor Paul Albrecht was in charge of Finke 
River Mission at the time government was 

granting Aborigines in Central Australia 
freehold titles to their traditional lands. 

Leaders of five clans around Hermannsburg 
each wanted their family group to have a 

separate title, instead of having one 
collective title that included all five groups. 
The government eventually agreed to this, 
and so the original Hermannsburg Mission 

Lease of almost 3,800 square kms was 
divided up, and the boundaries between 
the five clans researched and mapped. 
Ps Paul Albrecht, Superintendent Garry 

Stoll and Research Officer Rex Ziersch were 
three key figures in this unique and 

complex process.
