                        Being Doers of the Word 
 

Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says. Anyone who listens 

to the word but does not do what it says is like someone who looks at his face in a mirror and, 

after looking at himself, goes away and immediately forgets what he looks like.     James 1:22-24 
 

I have never spent a lot of time in front of a mirror. But when I do look into a mirror it’s 

for a purpose. I check to make sure my hair isn’t all over the place and I make sure I don’t 

have food in my teeth. I also make sure that I don’t have too many creases in my shirt. I 

will attend to anything that needs fixing; my hair, my face or my clothes. Why would I look 

into the mirror if I wasn’t going to do anything? 
 

James says that this is like people who hear God’s word but don’t do anything about it. We know that the Word 

of God is powerful; it convicts us and it forgives and empowers us. To ignore God’s word is like seeing that we 

have a big stain on our shirt but not changing. It is like seeing that our hair is all over the place and not taming it. 

God encourages us to allow his word to be active in our lives. 
 

There are many reasons that we ignore God’s word. It can be hard to confront 

our own shortcomings. We can wonder if the promises God makes are really for 

me. We can be so preoccupied with the daily pressure of life that we don’t stop 

and allow God to be at work. Jesus understands all these things. He doesn’t want 

us to be downhearted nor does he want us to be defeated. He promises that he 

will revive us by his word. May we hear and do the word of God.
