                              Praying For Healing  
 

God heals - I know He does, I have experienced it. But I also know from experience that the 

expectation I have when I pray does not necessarily match with the answer I receive. My mind can 

spiral into self pity but eventually I conclude that I just don’t understand! There are no steps 
beneath the foundation of trust and faith that God is the loving, gracious being He has declared 

Himself to be in the death and resurrection of Jesus. Stand on that step or fall into the fire beneath.  

                    Keep on praying or give up? 
 

“Everyone will be salted with fire!” Jesus says, Mark 9 v 49. What a strange thing to say! We know salt has 

benefits in flavour and usefulness and it is hard to equate fire as anything but destructive especially when it 

follows Jesus’ discourse regarding the fires of hell. But, somehow, in our fires of suffering, according to Jesus,  

there is salt. It could be rubbed into the wound and lead to despair or we can allow it to flavour our life and 

preserve us for eternity. It is there as a gift from the God who, “Works all things together for good to those 

who love Him” Rom 8 v 28.   It is the faith and trust of that bottom step, as gifts of the Holy Spirit. It inspires 

hope, it allows joy to peer through the dark clouds, it shows us the Father’s 

loving heart and how the dark days are limited to this life so we can live in 

eternal peace in relationship with Him. 
 

The prayer in the Bible I find most helpful is that of the father who came to 

Jesus for healing of his child and on being given assurance that his prayer 

would be answered, he said,”Lord, I believe, help my unbelief” Mark 9 v 23-25. 

God understands our misunderstanding and our yearning hearts. Let’s keep 

on praying for healing for those who need it.

The twentieth Convention of General Synod will be held online on Friday 
1st – Sat 2nd of October. Delegates have been participating in practice on 
line sessions which are being conducted through zoom. Voting will also 
occur on line for the many proposals that are being raised. 
The theme for synod is based on Isaiah 55:3 …..come to me, listen that 
you may live. 
During Synod a new Bishop and Assistant Bishop for the LCA will need to 
be elected. The names nominated are Bishop: Matthew Anker & Paul 
Smith;  Assis Bishop: Neville Otto & Stephen Pietsch. Please pray for the 
delegates that we hear God’s voice in this decision. 
The Book of Reports (418 pages) and Book of Nominations (38 pages) 
have been received. As your delegate I need to be familiar with all that is 
contained in these documents. The church has a copy of both if you are 
interested in having a look. See Rob in the office.  
As is customary, congregations are invited to contribute to the General 
Synod offering. The recipient of the 2021 offering will be the Evangelical 
Lutheran Church of Papua New Guinea (ELCPNG), a partner church of the 
LCANZ. The offering will support in-service training of pastors in the 
ELCPNG so that they may be strengthened in their ministry of the gospel. 
Congregations are invited to deposit their offering in the Synod account at 
the LLL (https://donation.lca.org.au/project?id=P21006). Alternatively, 
the deposit may be made to this account: LCA Synod Account; BSB
