Gods Word 
 

Isaiah 55:1tells us that God’s Word accomplishes what God sends it to do. 

 

In the Hebrews 4 reading today we are told God’s Word is like a two-edged sword, 
getting right to the core or heart. It exposes our innermost being, the centre of belief 

or unbelief whether we are open to or rejecting of God.  

 

This revelation shakes us to the bone as we realise just how much we love to sin, 

how we will save ourselves with excuses and lies.  That can be soul destroying but as the writer of Hebrews  

goes on to show, we are not left alone, we should not despair. We have a great High Priest in Jesus, who comes 

to help. He is our advocate. He sits at God’s right hand, in His very presence.  He has personal experience of 

every trial and temptation we go through and pleads on our behalf for compassion and mercy for us. Our failings 

are understood.  

 

His might and mercy achieve what He promised to the disciples, “For even the Son of Man did not come to be 

served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.” Mark 10v45.  His ransom secures our release, it 

brings freedom and liberty to the guilty. His death frees us from the  powers and sin that make us opposed to 

God Himself. That two edged sword is a blessing!  In exposing our hearts, the truth of God’s love is applied to 

create the faith we do not have on our own.
