A reading from Deuteronomy 30:9-14

° Then the Lord your God will make you most prosperous in all the work of your hands
and in the fruit of your womb, the young of your livestock and the crops of your land.
The Lord will again delight in you and make you prosperous, just as he delighted in your
ancestors, ° if you obey the Lord your God and keep his commands and decrees that
are written in this Book of the Law and turn to the Lord your God with all your heart and
with all your soul. ** Now what I am commanding you today is not too difficult for you or
beyond your reach. 2 It is not up in heaven, so that you have to ask, “Who will ascend
into heaven to get it and proclaim it to us so we may obey it?” ! Nor is it beyond the
sea, so that you have to ask, "Who will cross the sea to get it and proclaim it to us so
we may obey it?” * No, the word is very near you; it is in your mouth and in your heart
SO you may obey it.

A reading from Ephesians 1:3-14

3 Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in the
heavenly realms with every spiritual blessing in Christ. * For he chose us in him before
the creation of the world to be holy and blameless in his sight. In love ° he predestined
us for adoption to sonship through Jesus Christ, in accordance with his pleasure and
will— © to the praise of his glorious grace, which he has freely given us in the One he
loves. ” In him we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, in
accordance with the riches of God’s grace 8 that he lavished on us. With all wisdom and
understanding, °® he made known to us the mystery of his will according to his good
pleasure, which he purposed in Christ, 1° to be put into effect when the times reach their
fulfillment—to bring unity to all things in heaven and on earth under Christ. ! In him we
were also chosen, having been predestined according to the plan of him who works out
everything in conformity with the purpose of his will, 12 in order that we, who were the
first to put our hope in Christ, might be for the praise of his glory.
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13 And you also were included in Christ when you heard the message of truth, the gospel
of your salvation. When you believed, you were marked in him with a seal, the promised
Holy Spirit, * who is a deposit guaranteeing our inheritance until the redemption of
those who are God’s possession—to the praise of his glory.

A reading from the Gospel of Luke 10:25-37

2> On one occasion an expert in the law stood up to test Jesus. “Teacher,” he asked,
“what must I do to inherit eternal life?” 26 *“What is written in the Law?” he replied. “How
do you read it?” 2 He answered, “'Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with
all your soul and with all your strength and with all your mind’; and, ‘Love your neighbor
as yourself.”” 2 “You have answered correctly,” Jesus replied. “Do this and you will live.”
2% But he wanted to justify himself, so he asked Jesus, “And who is my neighbor?” 3° In
reply Jesus said: “"A man was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, when he was
attacked by robbers. They stripped him of his clothes, beat him and went away, leaving
him half dead. 3! A priest happened to be going down the same road, and when he saw
the man, he passed by on the other side. 32 So too, a Levite, when he came to the place
and saw him, passed by on the other side. ** But a Samaritan, as he traveled, came
where the man was; and when he saw him, he took pity on him. ** He went to him and
bandaged his wounds, pouring on oil and wine. Then he put the man on his own donkey,
brought him to an inn and took care of him. 3> The next day he took out two denarii and
gave them to the innkeeper. ‘Look after him,” he said, ‘and when I return, I will
reimburse you for any extra expense you may have.’ *® “Which of these three do you
think was a neighbor to the man who fell into the hands of robbers?” 3’ The expert in the
law replied, “The one who had mercy on him.” Jesus told him, “"Go and do likewise.”
